All chapters — particularly Chapters 3 — 5 (working capital, and equity and debt
finance); Chapters 6-7 (investment appraisal methods); Chapter 8 (CAPM);
Chapter 9 (the cost of capital - WACC); Chapter 10 (dividend policy).

The recommended books are available online in the UWE Library. You can have access to
the eBooks using your UWE network username and password. We will also provide the
programme handbook, which is designed to give you information relevant to the
programme, via Blackboard (UWE'’s virtual learning facility). You are recommended to read it
when you have access to Blackboard.
