The key software package used in the Illustration programme is Adobe Creative Suite.
These packages will run on Windows and Mac devices. For this programme we
recommend the Intensive Specification. There is no need to rush in buying computer
equipment before the start of term. Apple offers a generous student discount via UniDays
once you are registered as a student — so it may be worthwhile waiting and buying the
machine and spec you really need for your work.
